1. Tip the entire unit over on its side.
2.  Place the guard in agreement with specifications called out in the print and weld it in.
3. Tip the unit over on the other side and repeat the procedure.

" SUBJECT: Al T-X Hoods

To insure a free operating throttle mechanism, the following steps should be taken on all 1971 T-X
hoods.

PROCEDURE:

1.) Remove Jiffy trim from hood. See No. 1 in Figure 2.

2) Draw a line as pictured in No. 2 in Figure 1, to indicate the portion of fiberglas to be removed.
This line should be drawn within one-half (1/2) inch from radius. By so doing, the strip removed

should be approximately one (1) inch in width, and will achieve a better throttle radius. The
fiberglas may be cut with a hack saw.

3.) Place Jiffy trim back on hood.
4.) After this operation, the carburetor and cables should appear as shown in No. 3 in Figure 2.

IMPORTANT: CONTACT YOUR CUSTOMERS IMMEDIATELY, BY REGISTERED MAIL AND
INSTRUCT THEM TO BRING THEIR MACHINES IN FOR THIS MODIFICATION.

Due to the recent problem encountered with failure of the throttle cable junction block (fig. no. 1), the following policy is being adopted:
ALL 1970 Polaris machines equipped with the throttle cable shown in fig. no. 1 must be replaced.
In order to accomplish this program, it will be necessary to install the new throttle cable (fig. no. 2) on machines that fall into three categories.

(1) Machines in Service - It is strongly recommended that all purchasers of the above mentioned units be contacted via Certified Mail, re-
commending that appointments for this modification be made, and the work itself be done with a minimum of delay and inconvenience to the
customer.

(2) New Machines in Stock and Future Orders -- All above mentioned units now in your new machine stock must be modified prior to sale.

(3) Second Owners, Used Machines, Transiets, etc. — Owners on vacation, second owners, and those who have changed address may not receive a
letter notifying them of the need of this change. If you have any knowledge of any such machines, or if a machine in this category is brought to your
shop for any reason, take whatever steps necessary to assure that the modification is performed without delay. .

The modified throttle cable (fig. no. 2) will be controlled under the same part number as the original parts, which they fully supersede: part nw

965057

You will be charged for all modified cables, subject, of course, to warranty reimbursement.

CHECKING

Following installation of the throttle cable, an operating check should be made. The throttle should operate smoothly, and the slide should
drop back to its stop without hesitation when the throttle is released. When the throttle is depressed the slides should begin to lift at exactly the
same time. If there is any evidence of sticking, do not attempt to start the engine until it has been corrected.

Remember, Rider Safety is involved in this problem; only conscientious action at dealer level can assure that no injuries will occur as a result
of a sticking throttle.
